Compare and contrast this book with another fantasy book you have read.  Tell at least 3 ways the books are alike, and at least 3 ways they are different.  Use examples from each book to explain the similarities and differences.  Must include 2-3 detailed paragraphs.

Design a symbol for your novel or certain character.  

· Create a symbol for the character or overall theme/message of the book

· Write a detailed paragraph that describes your symbol and how it connects to the book

	Project 7
Interview a character from your book.  Write at least 10 questions that will give the character the opportunity to discuss his/her thoughts and feelings about their role in the story.

· Write the questions and the character’s responses.
	Project 8

Compare one of the characters in the book with you.  What were the motives or actions of the character (ex. selfishness, jealousy, curiosity)?  Which character did you identify with the most and why?  Respond to each question in a different detailed paragraph.

Write another ending for the story.  Must include:

· At least 3 complete paragraphs

· Character(s) used

· Setting described

· Clearly creates an alternative ending

· Uses correct spelling
