	What We Are Learning

Literacy

· Reading-RI5.5 and RI5.8 This month, students will be exposed to multiple informational texts with varying topics and structures. Readers will compare and identify how the structure of a text impacts the way information is presented. Readers will also use the structure of a text to formulate a summary and constructed responses using direct evidence from a text. The focus should be on how structure impacts the    comprehension of a text. Please ask your student about what they are reading, and specifically ask questions about characters.
· Homework & Agenda- Your student will have homework in literacy from time to time, but is always expected to read 120 minutes per week.  We need parents to sign the agenda, so we know that your child is reading at home.  The more we read, the more intelligent we become!  
Writing— W5.1 Students will write opinion pieces by introducing a topic, stating an opinion, and creating an organization structure with facts from nonfiction texts or relevant video clips that supports their opinion.  L5.2 Students will demonstrate a command of the conventions of standard English capitalization, punctuation, and spelling when writing, use underlining, quotation marks, or italics to indicate titles of works. 
Math 
5.G.3 This month, students will be exposed to a category of two-dimensional figures belonging to all subcategories of that category.  For example, all rectangles have four right angles and squares are rectangles, so all squares have four right angles. 5.G.4 They will also use the two-dimensional figures in a hierarchy based on properties. 
5.G.1, 5.G.2  Students will focus on real world and mathematical problems by graphing points in the first quadrant of the coordinate plane, and interpret coordinate values of points in the context of the situation.
